Proposed Questions to the Greek Government 

For Assistance in Assessing Greece ’s Compliance with the 

International Covenant on Economic, Social  and Cultural Rights

 During Review by the Committee on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights 

at  its 32nd   Session, April 26- May 14, 2004
In view of the concerns raised by the European Roma Rights Center in the report submitted herewith,  we respectfully propose that the Committee request that the Greek Government provide specific information on the following: 

· When does the Greek Government intend to enact and implement comprehensive policies aiming at curbing and preventing residential and other racial segregation of Roma in Greece?

· What specific measures does the Greek Government intend to undertake to protect and promote the right to housing and guarantee protection against forced evictions?

· What specific measures does the Greek Government intend to undertake to guarantee security of tenure to Romani occupants of houses and land, ensuring, inter alia, a general protection from forced evictions?

· What measures does the Greek government intend to undertake to ensure that all Romani children are provided with schooling in mainstream schools and classes?    

· What specific programmes does the Greek government intend to undertake in order to ensure that all Roma in Greece have equal access to health care, including both primary and emergency health care?

· When does the Greek Government intend to sign and ratify all substantive articles of the Revised European Social Charter without reservations?

· When does the Greek Government intend to ratify Protocol 12 to the European Convention on Human Rights, which would strenghten the protection against discrimination to its citizens?

· Will the Greek Government ratify the Council of Europe’s Framework Convention on the Protection of National Minorities, expressly recognising Roma as a national minority?
· When and in what way does the Greek Government intend to adopt comprehensive anti-discrimination legislation incorporating all elements of the EU Anti-discrimination Directives?
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
