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TOPIC: RENAMING SQUARE IN HALANDRI AFTER MARDOHAIOS FRIZIS IS A “JEWISH-MASONIC DEMAND OF THE ALMIGHTY K.I.S.”!  

Greek Helsinki Monitor (GHM) highlights an article published in the local newspaper Topiki Halandriou-Vrilission, sent to GHM yesterday. The article reports that the conservative New Democracy (ND) backed majority (since Januray 2003) in the Halandri (Greater Athens) City Council, decided to rename a local square after Mardohaios Frizis –a Greek Jewish officer killed in the first days of the Second World War- despite very strong objections of the main opposition headed by Gyftopoulos (independent candidate supported by PASOK–KKE) and the minor opposition headed by Davias (official candidate supported by PASOK). This hostile stance seems to include the elements of traditional anti-Semitism that are evident throughout Greece. There have been no known denouncements of these anti-Semitic remarks by the candidates on the tickets or the supporting political parties.

The newspaper reports that the Central Board of Jewish Communities in Greece (KIS) is an “al-powerful Jewish organization”; that “Jews work underground, as usual”; that these were “the demands of the Jewish Synagogue and KIS”; that “what the Jews want, the Jews get"; that “Greeks should come first, and then the rest”; and that the mayor “gave everything away to Jews”, “hoping for more?” and asking the ND leader –that polls show he may become prime minister after the next election in spring 2004-, “will Jews govern Greece, Mr. Karamanlis?” It concludes in a delirium:
“Is this the proud position of your party? You have just come into power, and you’ve already given everything away to the Jews. And since Jews, not only in the Halandri municipality but elsewhere, have demanded – right here, right now – to name a square “Mardohaios Frizis,” then tomorrow or the day after that or even in the very near future, when you might become the new Government, what are you going to do? Are you going to rename Panepistimiou Avenue or Stadiou Avenue “The Avenue of Jewish Martyrs” or some such thing? Thank God you have not erected a Memorial in the main square to honor Jews. Shame on you! And you, too, Mr. Kourasis, President of the Municipal Council, you, with your shining Greek-Christian ideals, how on earth did you ever agree to bow your head and submit to Jewish-Masonic demands? Why didn’t you take a stance against the demands of certain suspect “Centers”that are trying to step into local circles of power?” 
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
