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TOPIC: NEO-NAZIS’ “OLYMPIC WELCOME” TO JEWS IN GREECE: 
“JUDEN RAUS! HITLER WAS RIGHT.”
Greek Helsinki Monitor (GHM) condemns the fresh neo-Nazi anti-Semitic graffiti in the km 74 of the Athens-Korinthos highway and the unwillingness of the Greek state to arrest the repeated offenders. The leftist dailies Rizospastis and Avghi carried on 13/8/2004 an Eurokinissi (photo agency) picture of a graffiti with the slogans “Juden Raus! Hitler Was Right”. Eurokinissi told GHM that the picture was taken on 12/8/2004. The two dailies condemned the incident and asked for the immediate erasing of them. Greek authorities had not reacted to the papers’ appeal to this day. 
GHM had written to Prime Minister Kostas Karamanlis, on 25/6/2004, asking him to see that similar slogans in exactly the same spot and two adjacent ones (kms 63 and 81) in Greece’s main highway (“Out With Foreigenrs! Out With Jews” signed by the neo-Nazi political parties Chrysi Avghi or Patriotiki Symmachia) be erased and that a charges be brought against the perpetrators. The Prime Minister never answered the letter, but the slogans were erased a few days later. However, a few weeks later, in late July, new slogans “Hilter Was Right” and “Juden Raus!” appeared in kms 74 and 81, only to be were erased soon after. Yet, they reappeared on the eve of the Olympic Games, as mentioned above. This indicates that the Greek state is unwilling to arrest the perpetrators as a simple surveillance of the spot (a mere 500 m away from the highway toll station) would have led to the arrest of those repeated offenders.
