A. Breaking News: Foreigners Protest in Alexandras Ave. Police Directorate

“There was unrest in the 7th floor detention facilities of the Attica General Police Directorate [GADA], on Alexandras Avenue, on Wednesday morning. About fifty foreigner detainees -mainly from Bangladesh and Pakistan- rebelled, banging on doors and windows, asking to be deported to their countries. The foreigners were protesting they were detained for two months at GADA, with deportation procedures not yet initiated. Police claims the problem of prolonged detention is due to the lack of cooperation between Greece and the countries for the refoulement [GHM note: they mean deportation] of the foreigners” [Notes:translation from Greek by GHM; on GADA, see sections I.a, I.c.iii, I.d.ii of the GHM Parallel Report; Dougoz v. Greece was related partly to conditions in GADA]. 


   





B. Tables on Prisons’ Capacity and Detainees by Establishment, Status, Citizenship, Sex, Age, Type of Offense, Type and Length of Sentence





(Kindly provided to GHM by the Central Prisons’ Scientific Board in February 2001)





Following this morning’s question by CAT Expert Mr. Ole Vedel Rasmussen, Co-Rapporteur to the report of Greece, seeking detailed figures on detainees, GHM submits attached the official detailed tables on which its summary figures under II.a of the Parallel Report were based. As they exist only in Greek and there is no technical possibility to produce by tomorrow electronically translated tables, GHM attaches them with a hand-written translation. 





One provides fortnightly data for September 2000 - Ferbuary 2001, with figures on capacity, total number of detainees, remanded detainees, foreigners, women, juvenile, drug-related offenses, death-life-and-length of sentence breakdown, and detainees for debts.





The other provides capacity and fortnightly data for January - February 2001, for each one of the 28 institutions (broken down by rural prisons -3, juvenile institutions -3, closed prisons -6, psychiatric institutions -2, judicial prisons -14).
